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Assistance Dogs of America, Inc. is 
excited to announce that we are 
expanding our PUPPS program (Prisoners 
Uniting Puppies with People in Service) 
to include the Northeast Ohio Pre-
Release Center (NEPRC) in Cleveland, 
Ohio. The PUPPS Program is a prison-
based puppy raising program operated 
by Assistance Dogs with the mission  
to raise confident, happy and skilled 
puppies to become potential 
assistance dogs.  

ADAI continually looks for opportunities 
to place more assistance dogs with 
children and adults who have disabilities 
so more individuals can improve  
their quality of life with increased 
independence. The expansion of the 
PUPPS program into NEPRC will help 
increase our inventory of puppies in 
training in order to keep up with the 
demand of our waiting list.  

The Northeast Ohio Pre-Release 
Center previously had a prison puppy 
program called WAGS – Working 
Animals Giving Service. This program 
recently merged with Assistance Dogs 
to become a PUPPS program. The 
NERPC is a women’s facility in Cleveland 
and is set up differently than the Toledo 
Correctional Institute. At NEPRC, two 
female inmates share the responsibility 
of raising one puppy. At TOCI, one 
male inmate works with one puppy.  
Currently, six puppies are residing at 
NERPC on a rotating basis, so 12 
inmates are involved in the program. 

Two very dedicated Assistance Dogs 
volunteers, Dr. Alice Schottenstein  
and Cathy Christopher, manage the 
program. These wonderful volunteers, 
who originally started the WAGS 
program, run weekly training classes, 
arrange furlough volunteers, take the 
puppies to the local veterinarian, and 
even speak on behalf of Assistance 
Dogs to help raise funds for the program. 
Rhonda DeKoninck, our Prison Puppy 
Coordinator, goes to NEPRC on a 
monthly basis to meet with the volunteers 
and inmates and confirm that training  
is going as planned. She communicates 
regularly with the prison staff to assist 
with questions or issues that may arise.

Just like at the Toledo Correctional 
Institute, the inmates follow a specific 
training curriculum and are required 
to complete daily training log sheets.  
Our puppy raising program has various 
levels of training to guide the inmates 
in puppy development and basic 
obedience training. The training staff 
provides the inmates with monthly 
written goals and evaluates the 
progress of the puppies on a monthly 
basis. When the puppy reaches one 
year old, the puppy returns to our 
Education and Training facility for a 
two-week evaluation period, which 
includes a physical hip and elbow 
x-ray and a behavior temperament 
screening. This evaluation determines 
if the puppy has completed the puppy 
raising program and will be able to 
continue in our volunteer foster family 
program for the second year of training.

Allyssa is ten years old and lives 

in Toledo with her mom and 

dad, Renee and Gary, and her 

twin sister, Ashlee. She goes to 

school at Jackman Elementary 

and is in the Girl Scouts.  She 

loves to play with dolls with her 

sister and friends, watch movies 

and pet and play with animals.

Allyssa has Cerebral Palsy and 

since receiving Ellie, she has 

gained confidence in her 

everyday abilities, knowing 

that her new best friend will 

always be there. Her mom hopes 

that Allyssa will gain more 

independence and that her 

loneliness will disappear as 

she gains more social outlets 

with Ellie by her side.
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Assistance Dogs has grown from a small 
organization that placed four assistance 
dogs a year to ten years later regularly 
placing approximately 20 new assistance 
dog teams and helping over 90 graduates 
a year. The need for our programs and 
services continues to grow, which is exciting 
and challenging for our organization. 
The waiting list for individuals and groups 
seeking assistance dogs grew by 20%  
in 2007. We have seen a real shift in the 
types of requests for assistance dogs over 
the years. Ten years ago, 75% percent  
of the requests were for service dogs 
and 25% were requests for therapy dogs. 
Currently, our waiting list is split; 50% 
service dog clients and 50% therapy dog 
clients due to the emergence of children 
with autism requesting therapy dogs.  
We anticipate our waiting list to change 
again in the future as the public becomes 
more aware of the benefits of assistance 
dogs and as we add more programs 
such as service dogs for children and 
adults with autism and seizure response 

service dogs. We are also preparing for 
an increase in requests for assistance 
dogs due to the return of veterans from 
the Iraq war.

To meet the increasing demand for 
programs and services, ADAI added 
additional staff this year to improve our 
operations and plan for the future. Our 
new Development Director, Volunteer 
Coordinator, and Dog Intake Coordinator 
positions improve our efficiencies in 
raising funds, recruiting more volunteers 
and searching for more dogs and puppies 
for our training program. The length of 
time it takes to train and prepare a dog 
for placement necessitates planning 
two years in advance. We continue to 
expand our dogs in training inventory 
through increased volunteer foster homes 
and our new prison programs. Therefore, 
we will have the dogs ready to place 
this year and beyond to meet our 
increasing demand. Finding suitable 
dogs from the shelters for our training 

program has been a challenge so we 
expanded our focus to seeking puppy 
donations and building relationships 
with suitable breeders. Our facility and 
kennels are at capacity right now, so 
plans for a new facility continue to move 
forward with planning and preparation 
by our board of directors.

The people involved at Assistance Dogs 
have been the catalyst for this growth. The 
dedication and commitment of these 
people are what inspires us to grow our 
mission of helping more people realize 
their dream of independence. Our 
deserving clients, graduates, dedicated 
staff, volunteers and board members 
continue to educate the community 
about our important work and how it 
affects the people we serve. If you would 
like to get involved with Assistance Dogs 
and be a part of our exciting plan for 
the future, please contact our office and 
ask how you can help!

Message from The Board of Directors of Assistance Dogs of America, Inc. 
Assistance Dogs Prepares for the Future

2007 was a year of growth for Assistance 
Dogs of America, Inc. We added several 
new positions to our organization to help 
with our volunteers, fundraising and finding 
suitable dogs from local area shelters and 
breeders. Realizing our need for growth,  
the position of Development Director was 
developed to have someone dedicated to 
raising the funds needed to keep up with 
our growth. We are pleased that Patty Gelb 
has joined the organization to manage our 
grant writing, fundraising events and donor 
relations. Kate McComb took our part- 
time position of Volunteer Coordinator and 
Marketing Coordinator with the goal of 
coordinating, recruiting and communicating 
all volunteer activities and developing all  
of our marketing materials. In the fall, a new 
part-time position was created as Intake 
Coordinator. This position’s role was to create 
relationships with shelters and breeders so 
we are more aware of potential dogs that 
might become service dogs. 

One of our biggest accomplishments of 
2006 was the development of the PUPPS 
program (Prisoners Uniting Puppies and 
People in Service) with the Toledo 
Correctional Institute. In 2007 we expanded 
this program by merging with the Ohio WAGS 
program at the Northeast Pre-Release 
Center in Cleveland, Ohio. Our goal is  

to approach other prisons as possible 
opportunities in assisting us with training 
puppies as future assistance dogs. 

Other accomplishments this  
year include:

our program in 2007.
n	 Over 95 active volunteers are involved in 

areas including fundraising events, training, 
facility maintenance and clerical help.

events and conducted 52 community 
presentations.

n	 We conducted 43 new client interviews.
n	 Our waiting list has grown to 50 clients 

with an 18 to 24 month waiting time.
